CONSTITUTI0N OF THE RIVERLAND MODEL AERO CLUB INCORPORATED 

2013
1. TITLE 

The title of the Association shall be: 

RIVERLAND MODEL AERO CLUB INC. hereinafter referred to as the Club. 

2. COMMON SEAL 

The common seal of the club shall be kept in the custody of the Secretary and shall be fixed only pursuant to a 

resolution of the Committee and the affixation of the Seal shall be countersigned by the Secretary or any 

substitute for the Secretary specially authorised by the Committee and one other Committee member. 
3. OBJECTS 

(a) To coordinate and foster the activities of persons in the Club and associates interested in the development of 

Model Aircraft construction and operation. 

(b) To affiliate with other bodies with similar objects or interest. 

(c) To hold and deal with real and personal property in any way consistent with the above objects.
MEMBERSHIP 

Membership of the Club shall be open to the following: 

(a) PATRON members -Persons of distinguished position who desire to foster the model aeroplane movement. 

(b) HONORARY members -Visitors who are associated with the Club. 

(c) HONORARY LIFE members—Persons, who in the unanimous opinion of the Committee have performed 

some outstanding service of definite benefit to the model aeroplane movement. 

(d) SENIOR members -Members of the Club who are eighteen years of age and over at the time their 

subscription to the Club falls due 

(e) JUNIOR members -Junior members are seventeen years and under at the time their subscription falls due. 
5. THE COMMITTEE 

The Committee shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and one duly elected 

Committee person. 

(a) Subject to any instruction given to it by a General Meeting, the Committee shall decide by a simple majority 

vote, matters of policy affecting the conduct of the Club. 

(b) The quorum for the Committee shall be three (3) members. 

(c) The Committee shall have the power to make, alter or repeal such regulations and/or By-Laws as may from 

time to time appear necessary. 

(d) A special meeting of the Committee may be called at any time at the direction of the President, or requisition 

signed by two members of the Committee, or in an emergency, by the Secretary. 

(e) The Committee may appoint sub-committees of any number, and assign them to any such duties as it may 

deem fit. Decisions reached by such subcommittees shall be subject to the Committee’s approval and 

confirmation. 

(f) 

An office of the Club or membership of a Committee becomes vacant if: 

i) the holder ceases to become a member of the Club, or 

ii) the holder sends his/her resignation in writing to the secretary, or 

iii) the holder’s office is declared vacant by a resolution passed 

by a simple majority at a General meeting. 

(g) The Committee may appoint from time to time such officials as it deems necessary. 

(h) The committee shall be empowered to approve payment of expenses related to the running of the Club. 

OFFICE BEARERS 

(a) PRESIDENT 

i) 

The President shall be elected by simple majority vote at a General meeting. 

ii) 

The President shalI preside at all Committee meetings and General meetings of the Club or in his/her 

absence the Vice President, otherwise any member of the Committee may act as Chairperson provided 

he/she is appointed to do so by a simple majority vote of’ members present. 

iii) 

The presiding officer shall have a casting vote only. 

(b) VICE PRESIDENT 

i) 

The Vice President shall be elected by a simple majority vote 

at a General meeting. 

ii) 

The Vice President shall preside at all Committee meetings and General meetings of the Club in the absence 

of the President. 

(c) SECRETARY 

i) 

The Secretary shall be eIected by a simple majority vote at a General meeting. 

ii) 

He/she shall conduct the correspondence on belhalf of the Club and shall have the custody of all 

documents of the Club except those required by other officers in the course of their duties. 

iii) 

He/she shall appoint an assistant secretary as and when necessary and such Assistant Secretary will 

have the powers of the Secretary when the latter is not available. 

iv) He/she shall keep full and correct minutes of all proceedings of the Club. 

 (d) PUBLIC OFFICER 

i) 

The Public Officer shall be elected by a simple majority vote at a Committee meeting. 

(e) TREASURER 

i) The Treasurer shall be appointed by a simple majority vote at a General meeting. 

ii) He/she shall receive all monies on behalf of the Club on the official receipt form and pay such monies into such account or accounts at such bank as the committee may from time to time direct. 

iii) He/she shall pay all due accounts by the due date. 

iv) He/she shall record all financial transactions In the Club Cash Book, and shall summarise the year’s transactions in a written report to the Annual General Meeting. 

v) He/she shall maintain records of the names and addresses of current members.
(f) AUDITOR 

i) 

The Auditor shall be nominated by the committee. 

ii) 

He/she shall inspect the membership roll, audit the annual statement of accounts, and shall certify same. 

iii) 

He/she shall have the power at any time to call for the production of all books, accounts, vouchers, and 

other documents relating to the financial affairs of the Club. 

iv) The Auditor shall not hold any other office and not be 

a member of the committee. 

(g) COMMITTEE PERSONS 

i) 

The Committee persons shall be elected by a simple majority vote at a General meeting. 

(h) AGE LIMIT 

i) 

No office bearer shall be under the legal age of 18 years. 

7. FINANCE 
(a) 

The Income and Property of the Club shall be applied solely to the promotion of its objects, (such promotion 

shall be deemed to include the awarding of prizes) and no part thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or 

indirectly by way of dividends, bonus, or otherwise by way of pecuniary profit to the members, provided that 

remuneration may be paid in good faith to officers and servants of the Club or other persons in return for 

services actually rendered to the club. 

(b) 

Membership fees shall be an amount determined at the Annual General Meeting, the membership fee shall be 

deemed to include the Club membership fee. 

(c) 

Membership fees shall fall due on the 1st of June each year and when paid, will render the applicant a 

member until the following 31st May. Membership will cease if renewal fees are not paid by 31st July. 

(d) New members joining between 1st December and 31st May of each financial year shall pay half the Club 

component of the annual membership fee. When paid, this will 

render the applicant a member until the 31st May.
8 INSURANCE 

(a) 

To participate in flying activities, members must provide proof of insurance by current membership of any National Association which provides insurance specifically for the purpose of coverage for the flying of model aircraft.

(b) 

Persons not able to provide proof of insurance will not be allowed to fly at Club facilities.
9. GENERAL MEETING 

(a) 

The Annual General Meeting shall be held prior to 30th June of each year to receive and adopt the Annual 

Reports and Financial Statements for the year, and to elect officers for the following financial year. 

Members will be advised at least 14 days prior to the Annual General Meeting. 

(b) 

Ordinary General Meeting shaII be convened MONTHLY or by the direction of the committee. 

(c) 

The quorum for a General Meeting shall be five (5) members. 
10. 

In the event of the Club being disbanded, all property of the club of whatever kind shall be handed over to any Club or Association as may be 

decided by a simple majority vote of the members of the Club before dissolution provided that Club or 

Association has rules or Constitution which prohibit the distribution of their property amongst their members.
11. 

In the event of the Club being disbanded, the members shall not be liable for any debts incurred by the Club 

or in any other circumstances for an amount exceeding $2.00 per member. 
AMENDMENTS OF THE CONSTITUTION 

This constitution may be amended at any General Meeting of members provided that: 

(a) The amendment is advised to all members in writing at least fourteen (14) days prior to the meeting when the 

vote on the amendment is to be taken. 

(b) The amendment is carried by a two thirds majority of those voting after notice in terms of (a) above. 

(c) Those members unable to attend the nominated meeting may submit their vote by written proxy, placed in a 

sealed envelope, to the secretary prior to the meeting.
BY-LAWS 

The committee shall have the power to make such By-Laws not inconsistent with this Constitution as it shall from 

time to time deem fit. Such By-Laws shall be minuted in the minutes of the Club. 

MINUTES 

Proper minutes of all proceedings of meetings of the Club or the Committee shall be entered within one (1) month 

after the appropriate meeting in Minute Books kept for the purpose and signed by the Chairperson of the meeting 

or the Chairperson of the next meeting.
